This is a “Key Unit of Training” in which trainees should spend the equivalent of at least 1 month of training and, normally, not more than 3 months. 
It is not expected that all trainees will be able to gain experience with neonates & pre-term babies during ST Years 3 & 4. In considering the listed competencies required, it should be recognised that these will generally relate more to Knowledge rather than to Skills. However, those who intend to progress to a post with an interest in paediatric anaesthesia may be able to gain access to more paediatric training during these years, when their Skills should begin to include those areas listed under Knowledge: Neonates.

Workplace training objectives:

The trainee should develop a wide knowledge of the anaesthetic needs of children & neonates. By the end of intermediate level training, trainees should be able to organise and safely manage a list of straightforward paediatric cases over the age of 3 years with available consultant cover. They should understand the potential hazards of paediatric anaesthesia and have had as much practical training as is possible in planning for the management of such events.
